Content

My story makes sense/ is about the prompt – you should not change topics throughout your story
I use a variety of sentences (short and long)

I write complete sentences (who/what, did what) – no run on sentences (and….and….and ….and)
I use descriptive words (describing words like beautiful, red, shiny, delicious, etc.)
Organization

I use TS (topic sentence…a main idea sentence that will tell readers what your whole paragraph will be about)
I use 3-4 details sentences
 I use CS (conclusion sentence…a summary sentence that sums up what your whole paragraph was about…no new details)
I use transitional words (sense of flow) – start each sentence a new way (no I like….. I like…. I like…./ Instead use words like next, then, also, since…)
Conventions

I begin sentences and proper nouns with a capital

I end sentences with . ? or !

I use good handwriting, spacing, and INDENTED paragraphs (indenting means to start the 1st sentence of paragraph a finger space from the red line)
I spell all “NO EXCUSE” words ( No Excuse words are the ones that you should know…they are on your blue sheet)
Verbs agree with the subject of the sentence   ( Ex of not agreeing:  They was going to the movies.)
